TACTICS AS WELL AS FITNESS WINS:

On a 48 km ride:


HR 40, Speed 10km/hr gives 25 points.


HR 56, Speed 12 km/hr gives the same 25 points.

On a 64 km ride:


HR 40, Speed 12km/hr gives 39 points.


HR 52, Speed 14 km/hr gives 38 points.

The winner in 2012 Kath McGhee on Foxghylls Folly, Cumbria,   average 37 points for each of her 4 rides.
QUALIFYING RIDES
There are usually 10 qualifying rides selected throughout the Borders, Northumberland, Cumbria, Durham, Lancashire and Yorkshire. So it shouldn’t be difficult to find 4 to count towards the trophy without changing your usual riding calendar.
