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KIT LISTS

There’s nothing worse than realising you have forgotten something and being organised is half way to getting the most enjoyment out of your ride as you won’t be worrying about what you might have forgotten. 
Cheshire EGB has compiled these handy kit lists for you to print off and keep. If you have any items that you never go riding without, let us know and we will keep the lists up to date. 

PLEASURE RIDES
If you are doing a Pleasure Ride, you don’t need any expensive equipment or kit. 
You don’t need lycra tights, a GPS watch, heart rate monitor or biothane bridle or special saddle. Just think of a 16km ride as a 2 1/2  hour hack and make sure you and your horse are fit enough and comfortably dressed for the weather conditions.
There are a few items that will make your Pleasure Ride easier:

	Map in map case
	

	Travel rug / boots / tail bandage or guard etc
	

	Poop scoop to clear anything you wouldn’t want to leave at the venue
	

	A haynet plus a small feed for after the ride tends to be appreciated by most
	

	Tack….We have all heard stories of a forgotten saddle, bridle or girth!
	

	Riding gear…Think about yourself. Have you got your boots/chaps, riding hat, gloves and whip if you carry one? Do you have pockets for your phone or should you take a bum bag. A flask with a warm drink or a drinks holder with a cold drink count as essential items plus any food you wish to take with you.
	

	Enough water for your horse to drink and to use to cool your horse after the ride.
	

	Grooming kit – especially a hoof pick
	

	Water buckets 
	

	Wash off kit…sponges, brushes etc
	

	Scraper / towel
	

	Sweat rug / fleece rug
	

	Bag for dirty numnah / boots etc after ride
	

	Rider First aid kit. There will always be a first aider at the venue if you need help
	

	Horse first aid kit …This is a personal thing but we recommend electrolytes, leg cool gel, vet wrap, gamgee, purple spray, hibscrub and clean sponges.

Top Tips and Top Kit
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Pack your vehicle carefully if you are travelling a long way and are planning a stop – put your water and water bucket where you can easily access it. 

Think about what you will need to access first when you arrive at the venue e.g. corral kit goes in last so you can set it up and get your horse settled. 
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A couple of electric fence handles make life a lot easier getting into the corrall
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If you aren’t lucky enough to own a horse lorry or trailer with living, buy a cheap pop up event tent for inside your trailer, it keeps your sleeping space clean and the wind outside! It also removes the need for a mallet which I always forget.
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 A small beach shelter is also really useful to put outside your trailer for things that you don’t want inside and to keep them dry if it rains.
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 Garden waste bags are really useful for carrying hay or collecting poo in 
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I invested in a saddle rack for the car boot which also give extra storage for hat / gloves etc. It saves your saddle from being plonked on the back seat.
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Small, retractable washing lines are available from most camping shops. 
(I put mine up in the trailer if things are dripping wet)
